2022 Suzuka 8 Hours - classification

At the end of the 437 Suzuka 8 Hours race, which is part of the 2022 FIM Endurance World
Championship, technical controls have been performed on the machines that classified in the first
ten positions.

Some parts have been sent to the FIM Headquarters to be compared with the reference parts of the
machines homologated by the FIM.

Until all these parts have been controlled by the FIM, the results of the race remain provisional.
