The advertising of tobacco (or related
products), alcohol and/or pornography is forbidden on vehicles, competition/service equipment and
on the team members’ outfits.

Identification numbers, Baja plates and all organizer’s advertising must be fitted to the vehicle for
scrutineering and must be visible for the duration of the Baja.
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7. TYRES

8. FUEL - REFUELING

As per article 82.9 and 82.16.7 of 2024 FIM Bajas World Cup Sporting Regulations.

All vehicles must have sufficient fuel range at least to cover 125 km between official refuelling points. An
extra safety margin of 10% is recommended.

Service Park Refueling Zone
e The organiser will provide an environmental mat and fire suppression system.
e Fuel must be transported by the teams to the refuelling zone.
Refueling must be done by the rider or a team member.
Only actions directly involved in the refuelling of the competing vehicle are permitted.

Remote Refueling Zones
e The organiser will provide FUEL an environmental mat and fire suppression system.
e The responsibility for refuelling (conformity and quantity) is on the competitor alone.
e Only actions directly involved in the refuelling of the competing vehicle are permitted. Only
competitors still in the competition are allowed to help other competitors.

10.3 Installation of Tracking System and NAV-GPS

All competitors must make provision in their competition vehicles for the installation of the Tracking
System and NAV-GPS.

10.3.1 Safety Tracking System (article 82.2.16 of 2024 FIM BAJAS World Cup Sporting Regulations)

The system to be used on 2024 Qatar International Baja will be the SPORTTRAXX
Tracking devices shall be collected during the Administrative Checks. Sporttraxx will collect the
devices from the cars at the finish Parc Fermé. The installation will be checked at scrutineering.

10.3.2 Navigation System (article 82.2.17 of 2024 FIM BAJAS World Cup Sporting Regulations)

Competitors are obliged to be equipped with one Navigation System (NAV-GPS) downloaded with
the waypoints given by the Organiser.

Riders on 2024 Qatar International Baja will be equipped by the organisation with ANUBE’S STELLA
system that integrates the «vehicle-to-vehicle communication system» into the GPS. NAV/GPS
devices shall be collected during the Administrative Checks. Anube will collect the devices from the
cars at the finish Parc Fermé.

The information relevant to the installation of the system on the vehicle is available on the rally
website and from ANUBE.

The Competitor must contact directly ANUBE to order the support/power supply kits for this
equipment.

All competitors on the rally must have this system to pass scrutineering.

10.4 When checking in at the time control installed immediately before scrutineering, competitors must
comply with the following:
e All Baja plates, competition numbers and advertising plates must be already fitted.
e Produce safety helmets, protective gear and backpack for approval.
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e Produce GPS and the «vehicle to vehicle alarm system» in working order, permanently fitted to
the vehicle.

e Airbag system and its cardrige(s)

10.5 On-Board Cameras

Cameras or any additional devices, including the holders, on the competitors including the helmets
are forbidden.

¢ First offense: 30 min

¢ Second offense: disqualification

11. OTHER PROCEDURES AND REGULATIONS

11.1 Driver’s briefing

The General Briefing will be hosted electronically on the Sportity App (See Appendix 8) on
Wednesday, 30 October at 19.00h.

11.2 Start areas

The Organiser will assemble the competing vehicles in a starting area, into which each vehicle must
be driven — by one of the riders or a team representative — during the period mentioned below:
e On Thursday, 31 October, before TCO (start of Stage 1 Section 1 / Prologue) — from 12.45 to 13.00 h
e On Friday, 01 November, before TC1B (start of Stage 1 Section 2) — from 06.15 to 06.30 h

The penalty for late arrival at the starting area will be QR 100 per each 5 minute or fraction of
lateness.

No service is allowed in the start area.

11.3 Ceremonial Start Procedure and Order

The Ceremonial Start will take place according to the programme (SR Art. 3).

Vehicles must be driven by the rider or a team representative to the holding area, where they will
enter between 17.45h and 18.00h. The penalty for late arrival at the holding area will be QR 100 per
each 5 minute or fraction of lateness.

The holding area will be under vigilance. Access to the holding area is limited to team members and
media representatives with appropriate identification.
No service is allowed inside the holding area.

11.4 Start procedure and starting order
As per art. 82.14.1 and 82.15 of 2024 FIM BAJAS World Cup Sporting Regulations.

Electronic start procedure
See SR Appendix 6.

11.5 Prologue
As per article 82.13 of 2024 FIM BAJAS World Cup Sporting Regulations.

The mandatory itinerary of the Prologue is defined in the Road book by the road direction diagrams
and between the road direction diagrams, by the road/track if it exists.

To assist competitors and clearly define the limits of the track, the route of the prologue will be
marked with a number of QMMF flags — maroon colour on the right side and white colour on the left
side of the route — each one associated to a metallic fence.

The dimensions of the fence and the flag as well as the aspect of the set are shown in Appendix 7.
Any touch on a metallic fence and/or the associated flag as well as a deviation from the route limits
defined by the flags will be penalised as follows:
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e 15t offence: 5 seconds

2"d offence: 10 seconds

3rd offence: 30 seconds

e Beyond 3 offences: penalty at the discretion of the Jury.

Each diagram of the road book will correspond to a WPP (Precise Waypoint) with an opening radius
of 100 meters and validation radius of 20 meters. The penalty for each missing waypoint is 2 minutes.

11.6 Finish procedures

The Baja will conclude at TC3A. From this point, all vehicles are subject to Parc Fermé rules until the
Parc Fermé is opened at the instructions of the Jury.

Post-event scrutineering will take place as soon as possible after the arrival of the vehicles at TC3A.
The finish ceremony and prize giving will take place according to the programme.

The attendance at the finish ceremony and prize giving is compulsory for all classified competitors
and all participants must wear their approved approved clothes.

In the event a vehicle is not driveable for the above procedure, this must be reported to the clerk of
the course and the rider concerned must still attend the podium finish ceremony wearing his
approved approved equipment.

11.7 Permitted early check-in

Competitors are authorised to check-in ahead of time without incurring a penalty at the following
time controls:
TC1A/TC2A/TC2B/TC2C/TC3A

11.8 Official time used during the event

11.10 Servicing of vehicles

Service is permitted only at the service park.

The movement of service/assistance vehicles is strictly controlled and is forbidden along the route of
the baja, including road sections. For any infringement of this rule a penalty of up to and including
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disqualification from the event may be imposed by the Jury on the rider for whom the transgressors
are servicing.

The competing vehicle may be ridden outside the service park for technical testing by the rider or a
team member, in which case tracking NAV/GPS system must be switched on.

The competing vehicle may be ridden by an authorised representative of the Team:
e from Service Park to a Pre-Start Area (SR Art. 11.2),
e from Service Park to the Ceremonial Start Holding Area (SR Art. 11.3),
e from the Ceremonial Start location (after the conclusion of the function) to Service Park,
e from Service Park to TC2A and/or TC2B respecting all formalities of Timecard presentation and
related penalties

Service teams and accompanying persons

Each competitor is reminded that he/she is jointly and severally responsible for his or her service
teams and accompanying persons.

Any infringements of the regulations as well as the use of unauthorized equipment — whether or not this
has a direct or indirect influence on the results or sporting running of the event — will be judged by the
Jury who will be entitled to decide as far as the disqualification from the event of the competitor(s)
involved, directly or indirectly.

11.11 Special procedures and activities

11.11.1 Availability of participants

Riders who parked their vehicles in the Parc Fermé upon passing the finish line, must remain available
by phone (mobile) until the Final Classification have been posted.

11.11.2 Classification

The Final Classification will not be distributed after the event. The final classification will be published
on the website on the Digital Notice Board (SPORTITY — Password FIMQIB24).

Did not start the Selective Section SS maximum time + 3 hours
Did not finish the Selective Section according to the regulations SS maximum time + 2 hours

As per article 82.33.5 of 2024 FIM BAJAS World Cup Sporting Regulations, to be classified the
competitor will have to complete all the last day of the event (SS and liaisons) according to the
regulations and place the vehicle in the final Parc Fermé. 14

Inflatable jacket and other protections

For the entire course, the wearing of a waistcoat or airbag jacket, back and chest protection is
compulsory, under pain of disqualification. The airbag system must comply with FIM standards.

The passive protections mast be certified as follows:
e Chest: standard AN1621-3
e Back: standard EN1621-2
These protections can be worn separately or combined in a single product.

At the start of each stage, the competitors must take one (or 2 depending on the model of his
equipment) spare cartridge(s) for his airbag.
It is the responsibility of the competitor to ensure that the airbag is operational at the start of the
selective sector:

o Sufficient battery level

e Gas cartridge changed in case of previous activation
The neck-brace is not compatible with the airbag and is therefore prohibited.

If the airbag is inflated during the first part of a special stage, the competitor may continue the
selective sector until refuelling, where he must then replace his used cartridge(s). If the airbag is
inflated after refuelling or if the selective sector does not include refuelling, the competitor may
complete the selective sector in this way and must replace the used cartridge on arrival at the
Assistance Park.

Checks may be carried out at the start of the selective sector as well as at the refuelling.

The tracker will be inserted at the start of the race in a small bag or a velcro strip
that will be setup in the vehicle at technical scrutineering by Sporttraxx technicians.
For some SSVs the tracker might be worn on the arms using the armband.

Press and hold the SOS button till a vibration can be felt. 5 following vibrations

confirm the reception of the medical rescue request, at the race control.
Missing these vibrations, please repeat the pressure on the SOS button.

Stella equipment can also be used for tracking the competition vehicles
and as SOS device.

Both devices together increase the level of safety and increase the range
of use, especially on the bikes, where they have one device on the rider
and one on the bike.

The rider’s insurance policy set up by the FIM is a service for all the Federations that are part
of the programme for the period from January 1, 2024 to December 31, 2024.

Who is covered:
« Riders with a FIM licence issued by a Federation which is part of the FIM riders’ insurance
programme.
* Riders competing in MotoGP, Moto2, Moto3 and MotoE are not part of the FIM riders’ insurance
programme and must follow the guidelines of their respective Federation.
* Riders competing in a Cross-Country Rally must follow the guideline of the Rally organiser.

Validity of the insurance:
« Forall events on the FIM/ICONUs/NMFP Calendars with an Intemational Manifestation Number
(IMN) or a National Manifestation open to Foreign Participation Number (NMFP).
« Forracing activities included in the official programme of the event onlyl
« Travel to and from the event venue.

Scope of coverage:
In case of racing incident, the FIM riders’ insurance programme would cover:

« Emergency Medical treatment on the event’'s place (subsidiary and complementary to any other
insurances the rider may hold)

= Repatriation to the rider's country of residence (as declared on the FIM Licence extranet by the
rider's FMN)

= Death and Disability (Riders with a FIM licence issued by a Federation which has subscribed this
benefit through the FIM program)

Coverage is provided only in the country (or countries) where the insured event takes place, which may
be anywhere in the world including the insured’s principal country of residence.

Please note that this is an EMERGENCY insurance and in order to avoid any problems please
follow the correct procedure.
